A reading from the first letter of Peter.

For it is to your credit if, being aware of God, you endure pain while
suffering unjustly. If you endure when you are beaten for doing wrong,
where is the credit in that? But if you endure when you do right and
suffer for it, you have God’s approval. For to this you have been
called, because Christ also suffered for you, leaving you an example,
so that you should follow in his steps. ‘He committed no sin, and no
deceit was found in his mouth.” When he was abused, he did not
return abuse; when he suffered, he did not threaten; but he entrusted
himself to the one who judges justly. He himself bore our sins in his
body on the cross, so that, free from sins, we might live for
righteousness; by his wounds you have been healed. For you were
going astray like sheep, but now you have returned to the shepherd
and guardian of your souls.

Music Notes

The music before today's service is by Frank Martin, the Swiss composer.
Originally composed as part of his mass for double choir, he transcribed
it for organ in 1966. The piece has an ever-present rhythmic pedal line
sitting underneath a sombre, lyrical melody. This morning’s closing
voluntary was written by John Sanders, organist of Gloucester Cathedral
from 1967 to 1994. His Toccata is one of only two pieces he composed
for organ. The manuals provide an energetic accompaniment for the
forceful pedal melody underneath, building up to a dramatic close.
